e 1792: Moved to Vienna to study with Mozart N B
e 1795-1802: Early Period

o Classic, Haydnesque, balance
e 1802-1812: Middle Period

o Public, heroic, exploratory, struggle
e 1813-1827: Late Period

o Private, interior, contemplative, visionary
